The ballet type shoe shown below are well outside the regulations and should
be replaced immediately: they offer no support, quickly become scruffy and
can be dangerous when using stairs around the school as they often also lack

grip.

We hope this will make it easier for you to choose the correct type of shoes.
However, if you have any queries, please feel free to contact the school for
clarification.

School shoes should be black, leather with a solid heel of less than 4 cm.
